CITY OF RAYMOND

BOUNDARY LINE ADJUSTMENT INFORMATION

BACKGROUND

Requirements for obtaining a boundary line adjustment are outlined in Raymond Municipal Code (RMC) Chapter 15.92. A boundary line adjustment does not create additional building lots; it is a legal method of moving a property line to accommodate a minor transfer of land between adjacent lots in order to:

· Correct property line or setback encroachments;

· Create better lot design; or 

· Improve access to a lot, without creating substandard lots or substandard yard or setback areas.

MAP REQUIREMENTS

Submit a surveyor’s scaled map of the properties involved in the boundary line adjustment showing the existing and proposed boundaries and revised property descriptions.

TITLE REQUIREMENTS

All persons and entities having a title interest in the property to be adjusted are required to sign all documents relating to the request.

APPLICATION PROCESS

You may request a pre-application conference with the City Planner before filing an application to discuss requirements and the review process. If you request consolidated permit processing, a pre-application conference is required. The City Planner has final approval authority on a boundary line adjustment.

If your request is approved by the City Planner, you must record the boundary line adjustment with the Pacific County Assessor’s Office.  The approval will not be final until you return a copy to the City showing that it has been recorded with the County Assessor.

APPEALS

You may appeal decisions of the City Planner to the Planning Commission within fifteen (15) days of the decision of the City Planner.
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
